Use the following property pages as a guide to the types of properties available. The 

French market for property is at an all time high with many different nationalities 
taking advantage of the excellent opportunities available in France.  Your 
individual budget will determine the type of property that you invest in but it is 

advisable to set down several rules when initially deciding to purchase in France. 
 

 
To renovate or not to renovate? 
Is it cosmetic renovation that’s 
required or a full-blown rebuild 
including walls and roof? Most of 
this would be outside the realms 
and capability of most people. 
But if the location of the 

property is such that you find it irresistible and you have the 
funds to employ labour to rebuild then the property is for 
you.  Once the work is completed you will have your dream house at possibly a fraction of the cost of an 
equivalent property in the UK. A note worth remembering is that French builders charges are much the same as 
those in the UK.         
  
 
Structurally sound but in need of cosmetic renovation.  Rewiring, re-plumbing a new kitchen. Not such a daunting task 
as it is often possible to live in the property whilst the work is carried on around you or you might be a DIY fan and fancy 
doing a lot of the work yourself. Once again when completed exactly how you want you will have your dream house. 
 
A fully renovated property. This option depends on several factors. The price will be higher because some one 

has already gone to the trouble and expense of renovation.  Does 
the final result satisfy all your needs or will you have to completely 
undo some of the works. The property might be in such an idyllic 
location that you are quite prepared to change a few things, either 
way when completed you will have a very desirable piece of France 
to call your own.  
 
New Build. Land prices in France are much lower than in the UK 
and as such it’s worth contemplating this option. It’s not easy to 
build character into a new property such as you would have with 
the 1800’s renovated property but at least you could specify exactly 

what you required.  Finally finance, how to raise it.  No problem in France providing you meet all the usual 
criteria, i.e.: deposit, and the ability to repay the loan.
